Rollaclub 2007 Bathurst Trip

What: Trip to see the V8 supercars, Mt Panorama, 2007 

Where: Mt Panorama, Bathurst, Orange, New South Wales
When: Bathurst Weekend is 11/10/07 to 14/10/07 – excluding traveling time to and from Bathurst (more details below to how long you will need off)

Who: Registered Pre Invited, open to all (more details below)
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1. If you would like to come along – FINAL CALLING – NUMBERS MUST BE FINAL BY 1 MARCH 2007
Anyone is welcome to come along – it would be great to get a whole heap of people out on this trip!

There are a few prerequisites, nothing too hard tho!

Please find the Bathurst document, called “Rollaclub 2007 Bathurst Trip Application Form”, fill it in and get it back to me by the 1st march 2007. 

Depending on where you are, will determine how long you will need off. 

If you are a QLD member, you will need 5 working days off. This will include all the time off necessary for the trip, insuring you can go back to work the day after we get back, and working up to the start date.

If you are from Melbourne, Sydney, Adelaide and anything in between and afar, I am still organizing the group leaders and how it will all work out. Stay tuned. Again, this is necessary to why I need to know who is coming by march, to ensure everyone travels safely and as to plan.

2. What is the general outline \ Data \ Details of the trip?

Wherever you’re traveling from, there are a few universal topics that need to be covered when making this trip. As it is a lot of driving, ive put down a few things, which will help to minimize any unnecessary problems, and to try and ensure a safe trip for all. I will be sticking religiously to these things, possibly bending a few here and there to make sure the trip works out nicely for all (
a. Driving Details
i. Each car has 2 Drivers, Minimum. You could even take 3 people, but it’s a long trip, and the rear seats usually are not liked in long trips. Drivers take turns at driving, rotating through a pre-organized arrangement. I will be required to know who is driving at anyone time, for safety reasons. In your vehicles, you can arrange who wants to drive at what time…on the day, ill just write down who’s driving in what car at what time etc. 

ii. Drivers need minimum 8 hours sleep for last 4 nights before the event for safety

iii. There will be pre-organized stops between every 2 & 2.5 hours, at servo / shopping centre type locations. (On Test trip down, will get more details) – ill be making note of all the stopping locations, distances, times on the test trip down.
The pre-organized stops are for:

iv. Lunch / Food

· It may be a silly thing to cover, but remember to always carry some backup cash ($AUS) incase they don’t do the ol’ plastic cards.

· Remember, you can go and get 2 pounder meals from mc slurries, but is there enough nutrition in it to keep you focused for the long driving? There’s nothing worse than driving with a horrid headache. Make sure you eat the appropriate foods to ensure you won’t kill your self after the drive down. 

· We will not be doing a mc Donald’s breakfast before the trip, on either of the driving days – as that is a crap start to the day. If necessary, I will hold brekkie at my house before hand, ensuing wheetbixs and fruit is the correct breakfast for the trip.  I will be most annoyed if someone doesn’t even bother to have anything, or just a can of V or Red bull. 

v. Fuel

· Not every stop needs to be a fuel stop, but as this trip is going to be rather large, you will need to fuel up a few times during the trip. Make a note; the absolute maximum Kms between fuel stops would be 300 kms. 

· It may be a good time to take some solid highway fuel data for your car… get some sort of idea of what your car is capable of doing on a tank with freeway driving. I’ll print out some recording sheets, which will be included in the “Each car gets one of these packs” 

· I will be ensuring we stop at descent fuel stations, as I know for one, I never put the local garage crap in my car!

vi. Check over vehicle

· Each Stop, Drivers check over tyres, tyre pressures, all fluid levels, fuel stops made in lunch times; as the breaks we have will usually be at a servo / or food vicinitys.

· If members have any problems / queries about vehicles, they should ask anyone available to check out car; its better to nip a problem in the bud, before it gets worse.

· As a quick safety reminder - when checking over vehicle at each stop, the motor & relating is going to be extremely hot, so don’t do something mindless like taking off the radiator cap or lean off an exhaust manifold!

vii. Driver swaps

· AS each section of the trip is between 2 and 2.5 hour driving intervals, drivers will swap over at lunch(s), so any one driver isn’t doing any more than 2.5 hours of driving in one chunk. I Really Don’t want any of my Rollaclub team falling asleep...

· (Re: 2.A.I) – as said above, myself / leader of your group will collect who Is going to be driving at what time. For the record, this is done for legal reasons (speeding fines… I hope NO one gets one!) And so we know who is the driver at the other end of the UHF radio at any one time.

viii. Stretch the flabs

· Go and do a bit of a walk around at each stop, you don’t want to get too lethargic, mushie and sleepy. Besides, a bit of exercise never killed anyone.

As its common sense, and legality, your all young adults, and can make up your own minds… I don’t want any stupid behaviour, or silly driving during the event. Apart from giving the club a bad name, and looking like a fool, you would be letting down the rest of the club. Please don’t do it; Consequences will occur if you do. (Me getting angry *ahahah*)

b. Compulsory Things carried by… (+ What ever else you may want to bring)

i. Each Car should have a working radio / music / CD / MP3… etc. 

ii. Lead car should try to have an electronic GPS for a backup method. (If possible)

iii. Each Car to carry a WORKING CB / UHF (or what ever they are) Radio as compulsory item. Each car will also have a number allocated to it, with each car given a cross-reference sheet. - Note; ill be paying for this for every car (cross reference sheets), and nick will be the sticker cuter (Yes nick, there is a nice chunk of money / sponership in this for you & Rollaclub 
iv. Each car will have the event logo placed on the outside of their car.

v. I can’t stress this point enough – each car needs to be ROAD REGESTERED & SAFE! (Well, there’s a fine line to that…) – But the point is, you don’t want to get busted in Victoria, and have to drive back down there to get your car checked over by Victorian police!

c. Compulsory Spares / Things carried by Main Car

· Hydraulic Mini Jack & spare tyre

· My work tool box with all tools (enough to pull an entire car apart)

· First aid Kit

· Backup Food and water

· Towrope(s)

· Oil & Water

· Universal radiator hose / Heater hose / hose clamps /

· Industrial grade zip ties & 100mph tape

· Can of emergency fuel 

d. Compulsory Spares / Things carried by all Other Cars + Lead car

· Jack / Legal condition spare tyre - basic tool kit

· Backup food & water (nothing too extensive)

· 2 x 2L bottles of water

· 1 x bottle of motor oil to suit your motor

· Working and charged mobile phone with enough credit & range

· Camera!!!!!!!!
· Pain killers (and hay fever tablets + Ventolin if your that way incline) 
· Bag of lollies for sugar
e. What each car will be given at the START of the trip. (For Free)

Each car will receive a pack of goodies, pre-posted to your door, 1 week in advance to trip.

As known at work, a Party Pack, which will included:
1. Information Pack – This entire document; the FINAL copy
2. Directional Info – Maps / Points / Directions relevant to your location (On Test trip down, will get more details) & Local maps of area + relevant info
3. Members list + Contact details – everyone travelling down etc.
4. Emergency List – Contact details, CPR, What do to in *situation*... etc.
5. Stickers (Stickers will be legal – to be placed up the very top, middle of windscreen)
a. Car Number for trip – your designated car number (x2) – 100x80mm
i. 1 will be normal (For rear window)
ii. 1 will be mirrored (For front window)
b. Car Region Letters (Eg. QLD) (x2) - 100x80mm
This will be placed beside the Car number on window
i. 1 will be normal (For rear window)
ii. 1 will be mirrored (For front window)
c. Official Cruise sticker (x2) – Put whereever you like! – 
(Still yet to be made, but will be like “Rollaclub Bathurst Trip 2007” – thinking about 100x350mm or so.
f. Accommodation - on the way to and from (To who it is applicable to)
On the trip to and from the event, depending on where you are from & how far you are travelling, your group may / may not need to make a stop over at a motel for the night.

If your group will need to make a stop over trip at a motel, it will be a pre-organized location that is quite achievable to get to within the day. (Included time for some problems and hold ups)

(On Test trip down, will get more details) – on accommodation, how far to travel in relation to what is an achievable distance to get to in 1 day of driving. 
3. What will you need for the long weekend away?

a. Sleeping arrangements

As we will be camping on the mountain, it’s going to be bush style for a few days. 

i. Tents

· Depending on who you are, and who you wish to camp in a tent with, we will try and organize a few people to bring a range of tents. On the day, we will setup what is necessary, and evaluate the situation a bit further. If you have a tent available to be brought along, please let me know.

· Please make sure the tents are waterproof or have other means of water proofing, we don’t want a wet weekend to become crappier than it needs too...

· Make sure you do a test of the tent before you bring it – enough tent pegs, no big rips, its got the overlay layers, fly screen… etc. Ill be brining a heap of spares anyway, because I know adleast 1 in 10 tent pegs always goes walkabout.

· I will try and organize an EZY-UP for the weekend (uber-quick roof) (basically an instant gazebo, with extremely limited assembly techniques. Ill also bring a few tarps, vertical holding poles… camping stuff.

· (Closer to date, when final camping spot is organized, ill make note of how much room we have to play with)
ii. Bedding

· Again, depending on tents, and the size, you will have to bring some sort of bedding – that would include sleeping bag / pillow / underlay (such as air mattress / military bed base… etc)

· Please air out / clean out your sleeping bag before you arrive, we don’t like mustered up bum fart smelling accessories in inclosed spaces !

b. Toilets and shower Facilities

On the mountain, within the area, there would be toilet blocks provided. On the day, we will make sure everyone is aware of these, where they are, how to get to them… etc. (On Test trip down, will get more details) – ill try and get a map of the track, and make some notes on it.
For showers, we may have to the local pub for a scrub. (On Test trip down, will get more details) again, ill see what the local pub has to offer / or any other facilities down there that will suit us. Im sure there are others in the same situation, so there is bound to be some hope !
c. Clothing arrangements

As a rule of thumb for the extended weekend, its going to be pretty darn cold during the nights, and will get somewhat warm during the day in the sun; Provided we get a sunny enough type day.

Depending on how long your travelling times are, it will increase / decrease amount you need to carry, obviously. Im not going to tell you exactly what you need to bring, but as a rule of thumb guide, here are some things to think of…

· Footwear – enclosed and open

· Socks – Depending on what type of sock person you are, bring a heap of these !

· Pants / Shirts – Bring some long and short, depending on temperature and mood. 

· Undercarriage(s) – it’s a word that covers lots of items for both sex’s. Pack accordingly.

· Head wear – Rollaclub beanies + hats are quite welcome! Remember, Sunburn = Bad

Another few things, make it note that you would also want to bring some wet weather, incase it gets rainy, or whatever. Please remember, this isn’t a fashion statement weekend, but for Saturday night, we will be having a semi formal / casual sit down dinner at a pre-organized location (like sizzler) – so pack something that you would wear for a nice casual formal dinner.

(On Test trip down, will get more details) Re: Formal Dinner – ill see what Orange, Bathurst & surrounding areas have to offer in the way of a nice dinner spot.
d. Food

As we all need to eat, there are a few different options we can have…

i. Fast Food / eating out in Bathurst / Good quality nutritional food.

· (On Test trip down, will get more details) – what is available, and where
ii. Eating on sight / Drinking on sight / Storing food for the weekend

· (On Test trip down, will get more details) – Re: Bathurst local council on these issues / what shops are around / etc
iii. Camp Food – Open Fire / cooking regulations Re: Bathurst council 

· (On Test trip down, will get more details) – Again, Ill find out what regulations the local council have
e. Entertainment

i. Electronics

· Electronics are welcome to come along, make sure you name them, and remember there isn’t any real power connections for them (On Test trip down, will get more details ) – ill see what regulations there are to generators..
ii. Sporting

· Things such as some sporting equipment should be brought along… wouldn’t be a camping event without a football, soccer ball and or darts!

· Yes, Cards are sporting things! Card games is a *YES* for the weekend (  

iii. Day Outings & Night time events

· (On Test trip down, will get more details) – ill see what is around in the way of places to visit, see.. etc
4. What happens if the worst happens?

a. Car Problems  - Breaking Down

As all trips can have their problems and what not, I think it’s vital that I plan for any problems that may come up.

i. Car has problem, can be limped off freeway to appropriate area (eg. fuel station) with appropriate parts, tools and knowledge carried onboard to fix problem

ii. Car has problem, can be limped off freeway to appropriate area (eg. fuel station) but vehicle need(s) a part(s) And / Or tool(s) and knowledge that are NOT carried onboard and need to be sourced from external location (eg. Repco or fuel station) to fix problem.

iii. Car has problem, cannot be limped off freeway, and must be fixed on freeway sidewalk with appropriate parts, tools and knowledge carried onboard to fix problem. 

iv. Car has problem, cannot be limped off freeway, and must be fixed on freeway sidewalk; but vehicle need(s) a part(s) And / Or tool(s) and knowledge that are NOT carried onboard and need to be sourced from external location (eg. Repco or fuel station) to fix problem.

v. Vehicle has a problem, cannot be limped off freeway, cannot be fixed and need to be towed home *
Depending on how big problem is, decision to either fix problem on side of road (eg. Blown tyre) or tow car off freeway to fix (eg. blown manifold gasket) will me made at that time to what is the most appropriate decision.

* If your car is 110% rooted and cannot be fixed, car will be towed to appropriate area, and arrangements will be made to get the car back home via tow truck immediately. I will personally make sure the occupants of the cars make it home as well – either with other members or my self; depending on where you live.

vi. *If the car breaks down on the way down there, people in broken down car will be re-arranged into other cars for the trip down to Bathurst, then transport re-assessed for the way back.

vii. *If the car breaks down on the way back home, depending on how long it will take a tow truck to arrive, we will either wait for the tow truck to pick the vehicle up or I will wait with the broken down car, and 2nd in charge will lead the rest of the pack home. Either way, everyone will get home.

b. Getting Sick

(On Test trip down, will get more details) – location of doctors, hospitals, pharmacy 
If you are sick on the trip, at any time, appropriate measures will be taken to get you to the nearest necessary facility(s). Action will be taken accordingly, and situations will be delt with appropriately.

c. Leaving early

If you need to suddenly leave unexpectedly, for whatever reason, appropriate measures will be taken to make sure your departure is smooth, and most likely problem free. Depending on the situation, transport will be organized accordingly.

d. Death

If for any reason, there is a death on the cruise, the appropriate action will be taken on the spot, and the trip will be cut short, accordingly. We all hope this never happens, at any of the events. EVER.

DAY 1 – Driving Estimates

Leave at 8:30, Drive till 11:00, Stop for lunch – 1 hour break - Lunch (2.5 Hours driving time)
Leave at 12:00, Drive till 2:00, 1/2 hour beak. (2 Hours driving time)
Leave at 2:30, Drive till destination - Arrive at Bathurst (2 hours time aprox)
